A hunter who books a Semi Guided hunt should
be able to field dress his caribou and help his guide pack his
game off the land. Guides assist with caping and assure that
all game is identified and stored in a screened meat house.
Before departing camp, hunters are required to pack their
game and wrap their antlers for homebound transportation.
Meat boxes and antler wrapping materials are provided at
camp. Guides work with their hunters to make sure all packing
is done smoothly and properly.

All camps operated by Arctic Adventures provide hunters with solid
oil heated sleeping accommodations and tasty meals prepared by
a camp cook. Facilities include hot showers, flush toilets,
generated electricity and satellite telephone communications.
